Protecting society from ever-evolving crimes, criminals, and security threats poses a big challenge
to the police force today. In the present age, criminals have become tech-savvy and keep on devising
new methods to target the citizens. Against this backdrop, the traditional approaches to solving crimes
often fail to give the desired results for it demands a better understanding of crimes, criminals, and
their modus operandi. The Central Detective Training Institute at Ghaziabad is playing a big role in
training security personnel to deal with all kinds of crimes.

During the year 2021, the CDTI-Ghaziabad organised 88 online courses on the subject related to
forensic science, crime against women and children, terrorism, cyber-crime, narcotic drugs, and
psychotropic substances (NDPS) cases, etc. in which 2,399 police officers from States and CAPFs
were trained.

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ANGER AND STRESS
MANAGEMENT IN THE
POLICE PROFESSION

Security Forces are working around the clock to control Law & Order situations, turmoil,
and crimes in the State. Sometimes they also feel anger and stress while managing the crowd or
mob during their normal course of duties. Thus anger is one of the biggest obstacles for the police
personnel while establishing peace in the society. Anger is not incompatible with happiness but also
impedes our ability to think and decide rationally and increases stress and destroys relationships.
Sometimes things become extremely complicated in our daily life. It also manifests in violence in the
disciplined organization of Police Forces where accessibility to guns is the easiest which may often
result in violence like fragging and suicides. Anger is thus one of the critical reasons for unhappiness
and stress in one’s life. It not only temporarily creates hazards like high bloodpressure, cardio, and
other health-related problems but also leaves an adverse impact on health. The impact of anger due to
its consequences is more dangerous, as it may result in a broken relationship, an unpleasant atmosphere
at the job, poor social interaction, bad performance, etc. Anger causes stress and is a painful state of
mind. In other words, it is a reflection of the fear, disgust, and ignorance of man. Anger basically
unnerves people and thus they lose their wisdom and judiciousness. It increases stress and stress
makes one vulnerable to anger. Therefore, anger creates a vicious circle.

The management of Anger by way of eliminating it or expressing it healthily becomes essential
owing to adverse consequences of not doing so. For managing anger and stress, an individual should
properly prepare strategies to counter it. Following strategies should be adopted for managing the
anger:-

(1) Identify the anger when it comes.
(2) Immediate steps should be taken to stop and dilute it.
3) Anger resolution techniques/behavior should be adopted.

To control anger, it is desirable that one must observe oneself carefully to understand when he
gets angry and what are the factors which fire anger in him. The “moment” which escalates into anger
must be known. If someone misses it then, while angry we should make efforts to trace back the path
from where such “emotions” originated. Such mapping of emotions will help in identifying the anger
and its causes so that such environmental factors are eliminated or diluted. Initially, it will be difficult
to identify and understand such emotions which transform into anger but with sincere observation, one
can find it out. However, despite best efforts, if one gets angry then he must make positive efforts to
control it. Fewer techniques are suggested as under:-
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Take a deep breath, inhale deeply and hold for a few seconds and then exhale deeply.

Have a glass of water.

Just count some numbers.

Divert your attention.

If possible, involve in some creative work immediately.

Hold an expression of anger.

Involve in physical activities like exercise, jogging, cycling, swimming, brisk walking, etc.
Visualise some relaxing or pleasant experience.

The above measures will stop anger and stress from adverse consequences of an immediate

outburst. However, the most judicious approach would be to mold one’s behavior and approach to
work as well in life in such a way that the potential causative factors are neutralized. Have a few steps
which may be helpful:-

Practice the principle of patience

Review your beliefs

Accept some sufferings and pain as part of life.
Change your attitudes.

Be different, tolerant, and balanced.

Think carefully before saying anything.

Don’t hold a grudge.

Adopt the attitude of forgiveness.

A man mostly suffers because of his ego to protect his belief, lack of patience, attitude toward

revenge, and for his pettiness. All these factors cause anger and stress which permanently makes a hole
in life. To overcome this, a man should have a large heart, tolerant attitude, and patience in all walks
of life. One should have the mindset of being grateful. Happiness comes from being satisfied in life.
Happy hearts will never let stress enter in life. Creative thinking and innovativeness will short out lots
ofirritants in life thus for reducing causes of anger one should always try to understand that individuals
differ from one another in ability, attitude, and behavior. People also take their own time in adopting
to things and have their own perceptions, priority, and passion. Thus, the behavioral manifestations of
others should not deeply impact an intelligent man. An in-depth understanding of the situations will
certainly minimize the anger and stress and will bring music to life for everybody. Further, it will also
restrain police personnel who are performing their duties under stress or in adverse circumstances.

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Terrorist Financing

Introduction:

Terrorist financing has posed a significant challenge in countering terrorism, as financial strength is
vital to conduct all terrorist activities. Terrorist financing refers to the procuring of financial means to
promote and assist terrorist activities. It may involve funds that are procured from authentic and legal
sources, such as personal donations and profits from businesses and charitable organizations, as well
as from criminal sources, such as the drug trade, the smuggling of weapons and other illegal goods,
fraud, kidnapping, extortion and money laundering.

Understanding terrorism finance facilitates the overall ability to understand terrorists, their organization,
their support structures, and their methods. This, in turn, helps in the overall goal of defeating terrorism.

1. How important is money to terrorist organizations?
2. Can ideology alone drive any organization to success?
3. How do many of these terrorist organizations function?

These are some of the questions that many wonder about. Ideology, for a terrorist organization,
is the most important driving force that imparts identity to it and becomes its unique selling proposition;
however, it is money that acts as the lifeblood which helps them organize, coordinate and execute their
actions.

It is also said that it is impossible to remove terrorism from its roots by just eliminating terrorists
who overtly fight. To see any positive results in the future, two important sources of terrorists must
be targeted. These sources are — Ideological sources and financial sources. Without considering these
sources, just attacking the terrorist groups on a superficial level will not solve the problem. It needs a
methodological approach to stop the supply of people and money to the cause of terrorism.

Terrorism and Terrorism Financing:

Understanding some basic concepts of terrorism is essential before starting with its financial
aspect. Terrorist financing is just one aspect of the overall issue of terrorism. Along with financial, it
has been a cultural, religious, and ideological battle waged on a nation’s government to alter the power
paradigm, from either internal, external, or both the
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sources to destabilize the government, their major tool being the fear they generate by inciting violence

or by announcing the possibility of inciting violence on especially the uninitiated non-combatant
civilians but also on the security forces of a country.

Terrorism Finance and Money Laundering:

Terrorist financing is generally understood as an activity that deals with collecting and
accumulating funds to support terrorism or donating to the terrorist outfits with complete knowledge
regarding the intentions of the receiver of the funds. It is often associated with money laundering
because of the similarity in the transactional process of both the activities as the same methods are
employed to disguise the source of both the activities. An important distinction between the two is
that the source of terrorism can also be legal in the form of charity and donation, as well as illegal,
through criminal activities. The source of revenue that calls for money laundering is essentially
criminal. Before elucidating the relationship between money laundering and terrorist financing, it is
essential to understand money laundering.

Money laundering refers to the activity of concealing an illegal source of revenue belonging
to an organization or an individual, transferring it through various channels, changing its form, and
misrepresenting its source to give a legitimate image to the funds which are generally generated
through criminal activities. The issue of money laundering is a global phenomenon, as it is not bound
by any national boundaries. The money laundering mafia is transnational; the money is moved to
various countries through various sources to safeguard it from public attention.

As per a study conducted by The United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) to
find out the magnitude of money laundering, it was found that in 2009, criminal proceeds amounted to
3.6% of global GDP, with 2.7% (or USD 1.6 trillion) being laundered. The different sources of income
that are illegal and needs to be laundered are drugs trafficking, weapons trafficking, illegal trafficking
of animals and animal products, human trafficking, trafficking of all types of illegal items, tax evasion,
bribery, kidnapping, extortion, corruption, fraud, counterfeit currencies, etc., and different mechanisms
that are used to launder the money are casinos, horse racing, lotteries, single premium insurance
policies, smurfing, electronic funds transfers, creating shell corporations, securities transaction, real
estate investments, etc. among others.

The image, above, depicts three phases of money movement in the process of money laundering
and terrorist financing (placement, layering, and integration) which happens to be similar for both the
activities, it also informs about the source of money laundering and terrorist financing and the final
purpose of both the activities which sets them apart.

The image also shows the different channels such as banks, insurance companies, non-bank financial
institutions, security firms, etc., that are used to transfer the funds by the participants of both the
activities.

Tackling Terrorism Financing in India through the Legal Framework:

There are quite a few laws that have been put in place to keep the activities of money laundering
and terrorist financing in check. However, most of these laws are hardly stringent and the punishments
meted out to the perpetrators under these laws are mild. These laws show that India is yet to take the
issue of money laundering and terrorism financing seriously as much as the laws dealing directly with

the mainstream terrorism activities of violence. There is an urgent need for policymakers to formulate
strong laws to attend to money laundering and terrorism financing by integrating the entire financial
system of the country. Currently, there is no single unifying coherent law to attend to all the issues of
money laundering and terrorism financing.

However, there are some the important legal acts passed by the government of India addressing
the said issues:
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The Prevention of Money Laundering Act — 2002-(PMLA):

The prevention of money laundering act — 2002 is an act of the Parliament of India enacted to
prevent moneylaundering and to provide for the confiscation of property derived from moneylaundering.
The PMLA seeks to combat money laundering in India and has three main objectives: (i) To prevent
and control money laundering, (ii) to confiscate and seize the property obtained from the laundered
money; (1i1) to deal with any other issue connected with money laundering in India. The punishment
for money laundering as per this law is rigorous imprisonment for not less than three years and can
extend up to a maximum of seven years and the perpetrator is also liable to pay a fine of five lakhs.
This act was amended twice since its introduction in 2005 and 2009 respectively.

Foreign Exchange Management Act, 1999 (FEMA):

The Foreign Exchange Management Act is an act of the Parliament of India, created to
“consolidate and amend the law relating to foreign exchange with the objective of facilitating external
trade and payments and for promoting the orderly development and maintenance of foreign exchange
market in India”. Hawala crimes are punishable under this act, and the punishment meted out to the
perpetrator if found guilty under this act is — “If any person contravenes any provision of this Act, or
contravenes any rule, regulation, notification, direction or order issued in exercise of the powers under
this Act, or contravenes any condition subject to which an authorization issued by the Reserve Bank,
he will, upon adjudication, be liable to a penalty up to thrice the sum involved in such contravention
where such amount is quantifiable, or up to two lakh rupees where the amount is not quantifiable,
and where such contravention is a continuing one, further penalty which may extend to five thousand
rupees for every day after the first day during which the contravention continues.”

Other legal acts that are incorporated in fight terrorism financing are:

Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act
(Amendment) Bill 2014, etc.

On the global level, there are international organizations such as United Nations and Financial
Action Task Force (FATF) have been working to curb illegal financial activities by providing a great
deal of assistance to member countries. They have been conducting research and gathering information
regarding the aforementioned issues. The FATF is an inter-governmental body whose purpose is the
development and promotion of national and international policies to combat money laundering and
terrorist financing. To counter money laundering, in 2003/04, it came up with forty recommendations
for the member nations to incorporate.

In a nutshell, it recommended its member countries should criminalize money laundering
based on the United Nations Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic
Substances, 1988 (the Vienna Convention) and the United Nations Convention against Transnational
Organized Crime, 2000 (the Palermo Convention).

In October 2001, FATF came up with nine recommendations for the prevention of terrorism financing
in its member countries, they are:

. Ratification and implementation of 1999 United Nations International Convention for the
Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism.
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. Criminalizing the financing of terrorism and associated money laundering.

. Freezing and confiscating terrorist assets.

. Reporting suspicious transactions related to terrorism.

. International Co-operation

. Alternative Remittance — Each country should ensure that persons or legal entities that carry out

this service illegally are subject to administrative, civil, or criminal sanctions.

. Wire transfers — Countries should take measures to ensure that financial institutions, including
money remitters, conduct enhanced scrutiny of and monitor for suspicious activity funds
transfers which do not contain complete originator information (name, address, and account
number)

. Non-profit organizations — Countries should review the adequacy of laws and regulations that
relate to entities that can be abused for the financing of terrorism. Non-profit organizations are
particularly vulnerable, and countries should ensure that they cannot be misused:

(1) by terrorist organizations posing as legitimate entities;

(i)  toexploit legitimate entities as conduits for terrorist financing, including to escapeasset
freezing measures; and

(i11)) to conceal or obscure the clandestine diversion of funds intended for Legitimate
purposes to terrorist organizations.

. Cash Couriers — Countries should have measures in place to detect the physical cross-border
transportation of currency and bearer negotiable instruments, including a declaration system or
other disclosure obligation.

Conclusion

Terrorism is a phenomenon that has dominated world affairs in the last decade and a half and
the current trends indicate that it will go on to do so in the future as well. It has become a challenge for
all the major countries in the world to counter this phenomenon. To counter terrorism, countries must
take on all activities of terrorism. In this aspect, countering terrorism financing becomes as important,
if not more, as countering the acts of terrorism. On the global level, there has been some effort put into
building institutions and infrastructure to take on terrorism financing. Organizations such as FATF and
UNO are working on bringing countries together to cooperate and work together to take on terrorism
financing.

In India, however, countering terrorism financing has not found the sort of importance it needs as India
is one of the most affected countries by terrorism. There is an urgent need to build institutions and
infrastructure that are capable to take on the flow of terrorist finances in an effective manner.
